ANGEL OF HOPE

Dr. Charles R. Figley is one of the nation's foremost experts on
trauma and its ensuing psychological stress on families, veterans of
war and terrorism. A Fulbright Fellow and Professor of the College of
Social Work at Florida State University, he is a humanitarian who has
channeled his research and scholarship to relieve suffering by
survivors of trauma around the world.

Director of the award-winning Florida State University CFSU)Traumatology Institute
and Psychosocial Stress Research and Development Program, and author of more
than 200 scholarly works primarily on stress. Dr. Figley is credited with helping to es­
tablish the modern era of traumatology.

Among his many innovations toward researching and addressing the effects of trauma
on mental health is the Consortium on Veteran Studies, founded in 1975 to examine

and assist Vietnam veterans returning from war. This effort led to the development of
the diagnosis of Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder CPTSD)and a national outreach
program for Vietnam veterans within the Veterans Administration.

Dr. Figley is also a founder of the Green Cross. which delivers education and training
to victims of trauma across seven continents: from the 1995 Oklahoma City
bombings to Columbine. from September 11th to Hurricane Katrina.

He helped establish and serves as a faculty advisor to the Collegiate Veterans
Association, begun at FSU and now a national organization. His most recent book,
Combat Stress Injuries, addresses the assessment, management and prevention of
PTSD and other unwanted consequences of war on troops and their families.

He is married to Kathleen Regan Figley and has two daughters, Jessica, a physician
completing her residency at the University of New Mexico. and Laura. 2007 FSU
magna cum laude graduate.
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
