"Moravian Diary" noted: Violent storm

Off Long Island, NY
Vessels met a heavy gales for 12 hours on Sept. 5

Norfolk, VA
"Public Ledger" noted storm on Sept. 5. Four British ships forced into port
for repairs.

Edenton, NC

with hard rain. Wind damaged fences,

crops, and trees.
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Fayetteville, NC
Many trees downed and
roads in all directions blocked.

Storm raged from 2300 on Sept. 3 until 1300 on Sept. 4. Winds were from the NE.
Destruction was not as great as in 1806.
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Beaufort, NC
Tide flowed four feet higher than ever known. Flooded homes along the shore|

Neuse River, NC
Great flood wind caused problems on the north side.

New Bern, NC

At 1000 on Mon. the 4th, the NE gale at New Bern shifted to the S and abated.
The flood waters, which had reached 6 feet at the peak, began to recede.
Most shade trees

New Bern, NC

Wind peaked about 0300 on Mon. the 4th, and at daylight, destruction was evident all around
Streets impassable by trees lying everywhere. The tide rose 12 feet higher than

the normal high water mark.

Wilmington, NC

On Sun. the 3rd, NE winds shifted to the N, NW by early Monday morning with increasing
intensity. From 0800 to 1000, it peaked as winds shifted from NW to W.

At 1000, winds came around from the SW, and strom began to abate.

By 1500, the rain had ceased altogether. Many trees and fences knocked down.

Cooper River, SC
Rice along the river suffered heavily. Cotton in the uplands was also damaged

Charleston

NE gale struck Charleston from Friday Sept. 1 through Sunday Sept. 3.
The winds backed to the N as the storm came nearer to Charleston.
By Monday morning the air flow was from the W.
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This was a major hurricane that cut across extreme
eastern NC in 1815. It made landfall near Cape Lookout
on Sun., Sept. 3. The center passed east of Wilmington

100 200 Miles and just to the east of New Bern. It then began to curve

northeastward, and passed to the west of Edenton.
