The September Hurricane of 1821 - Sept. 15-17

A storm similar to that in Sept. 1819 occurred in
Sept. 1821. Damage to ships and buildings heavy
in Mobile and New Orleans. In Pensacola, damage
to buildings was not extensive, but several ships
were grounded. Fort St. Marks was flooded to a
depth of 2 feet. (Barnes 1998)

This major hurricane made landfall close to the Alabama-Mississippi boundary. !
It was less intense than the July 1819 storm, but was of a larger extent.

The center apparently passed over Bay St. Louis, MS. 605;0:60:120 Miles
