No reports of damage nor any reports pertaining to the
storm itself.
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Pensacola
July 8-9th noted to be stormy with winds from the SE
and rain. No damage reports from the city.

Sloop "Lady Washington" off Pensacola
Ship caught off Pensacola by the gale on July 7th
Withstood the gale for two days before being

beached on Ship Island. No lives lost.

Dauphin Island, AL

Weather observer at Ft. Gaines noted winds from the E
on the 8th with a gale, SE gale continuing on the 9th, and
variable but less intense winds on the 10th.
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
