Holmes Hole, MA

"New Bedford Courier" carried adispatch from Holmes Hole.
Dispatch noted storm was unusually severe, began about 0900
and increased until 1200 when it blew a heavy gale,

causing the roof to be blown off.
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Stratford, CT

/ No rain fell to alleviate a lengthy drought.

Barnstable, MA
Damage to trees, fruit, and buildings reported.

. T Nantucket
; The "Nantucket Inquirer" thought the storm on the 17-18th of Aug. was "one of the most
severe gales experienced for a long time". Peak winds occurred from 0000 to 0100,
]’ and was nearly a hurricane. Some small buildings destroyed and trees uprooted.
Winds backed from NE to NNE and then N. Lowest pressure occurred at
0700/18th with a reading of 1004.4 mb.

= e : New York City
: 7 William Redfield observed that the height of the gale was
accompanied by a clear sky to the west.

Delaware Capes

Three ships found capsized at the end of a "tremendous gale"

that began at 1300 on Aug. 17th, and continued until 1900 when the
wind shifted NW. A lightship at Five Fathoms Bank broke moorings early
on the 17th.

This is the same storm which caused much destruction to crops and shipping 50 0 50 100 Miles
along the South Atlantic seaboard. No widespread damage reported in the Northeast. ——
