Darien, GA

Storm called the most severe since 1824. Wind began to blow fresh
from the NE on Sunday A.M. and shifted to SE later in the day. Rainfall
was heavy and the wind rose to become very violent. Many trees

were uprooted. Flooding along the river caused the rice plantations

to be completely submerged.

Off Jekyll Island, GA
S.S. "Mills" upset, losing 14 of the 15 persons aboard. Among them
were some of the leading citizens of St. Augustine.

Savannah

Many trees and fences blown down. The tide covered the wharves. Reports noted ships having
been dragged miles up the Savannah R. to be left high and dry after the storm ceased. One damage
report stated that the destruction had never before been so universal and that five years would be
needed to recover.

St. Simons Island
Wind began blowing at 1200 on Sun. Aug. 6th from the NE. Between 1500 and 1700, wind shifted
to Se and was noted to be on of the strongest hurricanes since 1824. The gales suddenly

St. Marys, GA
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A severe inundation occurred on the 6th, indicating an easterly wind flow.

The streets were knee deep with water; the areas along the
bay were waist deep. The oldest inhabitants could not remember a

similar occurrence and most buildings were damaged.
The market house was washed away, and the steamboat
"Florida" was damaged. One report called this storm the
worst since 1813.

ceased in the early morning of Aug. 7th.

Cape Fernandina, FL
Eye of the storm apparently came ashore near here. Nineteen houses blown down.

Jacksonville

Severe gale on the 6th with winds varying from the NE to SE as the storm
approached. Two warehouses blown down, and damage to cotton crop
reported.

This storm occurred on the same day that Storm 2
was occurring along the Gulf Coast. The center
came ashore near Cape Fernandina, FL and

St. Marys, GA.

St. Augustine

Gale began on the morning of the 6th. Considered more severe
than the previous storm. Wind began from the NE with violence

until 1100, when it changed to NW. The tide rosre higher than

usual but no serious damage resulted. The gale ended around 1700.
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
