Instructions for using/understanding lecture notes
The links following this one in this post are Word docs of lecture notes for the introductory world music course I teach at Florida State University (MUH 2051 for non-music majors; MUH 2512 for music majors). Useful youtube links are embedded into these lecture notes docs; there are many, many more youtubes on the 'giant list' elsewhere on the blog. Be sure to try the links before using them in class, as youtube clips have a habit of quickly disappearing from the Web (usually due to rights violations issues)!

Each lecture notes document connects to the indicated chapter in World Music: Traditions and Transformations.

In the notes, MGT stands for "Musical Guided Tour" and OMI for "Online Musical Illustration." The audio Musical Guided Tours and Musical Illustrations are located at www.mhhe.com/bakan1 in the Student Edition section of the book's dedicated Online Learning Center. The CD references (e.g., "CD 2-26") indicate tracks on the 3-CD set that accompanies the book (i.e., CD #2, tr. 26). I've also posted a course syllabus and course schedule (calendar), so you can see how I organize the course.

I'm also in the process of trying to get video clips of Balinese gamelan performances (especially gamelan beleganjur) from my own fieldwork in Bali posted online for others to use in their teaching. I'll keep you posted on that project.

Note that these are my "unvarnished" lecture notes--there may be typos and such, and some of what's included may appear cryptic to anyone but me. Hopefully, though, the notes will provide some useful context for how the video clips are used and how I've approached the course relative to the book, its CD set, and other related resources.
